Don’t we want a united Europe, where borders don’t matter?

These are some of the problems that we have in our educational systems all over Europe today. 
There are schools where the students aren’t treated equally because of their ethnic background, the color of their skin and because they have some kind of disorder. 
Racism is a big problem in schools across Europe and we need to defeat it.
Another common problem is that students don’t feel safe at school. There are schools where bullying is an issue, the students don’t feel good and comfortable about going to school. Imagine going to school always knowing that you can get beaten up any second, where you can’t feel safe going to the toilets or school hallways. When things like these happen, you feel worthless and invisible. That could influence what and how much you learn. 
You need to feel good mentally to learn things and be able to concentrate in school.
There are also schools where students feel worth- and hopeless and have no hope in the future.

School shouldn’t be a place where teachers don’t care about the student’s education.  The teachers’ important job is to teach all the students, but also to be there for them, to care and help them reach their goals. 
Teachers don’t get the right amount of positive attention for their hard work. This has both an economic and social aspect to it. The economical aspect is that they don’t get a good salary and the social aspect is that they don’t get the right status in the society.

In some countries, money has a great impact on the student’s education, for example some schools can cost a fortune. It should be free for everyone because we all have the right to a bright future. If you’re born in a family with wealthy parents or in a family with poor parents shouldn’t matter, because we are all humans in the end! 

We are the future!
We need to start focusing on the future for Europe, by doing that, we need to stop talking and show action! 
How come some schools have better education than others, shouldn’t Europe be united instead of segregated?
Everyone deserves a chance to get the right education.

The school for Europe should be a place where everyone should get good competences and it should be easy to study and work in the future in Europe.
If we had a European grading system, it would be easier for everyone in Europe to study and work abroad. 
It would also be good if all European students have the same tests and got graded with a European grading system, as we mentioned. 

The European countries should inspire each other to become a better place for the students. 

Teachers should be well-educated and they should be respected more, not just by the students but also by society.
If it wasn’t for the teachers, the school wouldn’t work at all. There should be two teachers in each class, which will lead to giving more attention to the students and versatile learning.
