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We were looking for the answer to this question for the last, several months. Everybody: teachers, students, parents and local authorities. We were asking: What school do they want for their children? What is the dream school for our teachers? What school would be ideal for the students? · First of all, school must be friendly for the students.
· The following rights must be obeyed here:
· the right to study,
· the right to your own opinion,

· the right of equality,
· the right to report your problems to the teacher,
· the right to eat,
· the right for breaks,
· the right to know your marks,
· the right for your own religion.
· Moreover, it should be funny, and the teachers should be fair. 

However, our teachers have their own opinion on our school and they highlight different issues. They think that our school must teach independence first of all. It should give us the right base to be able to learn throughout whole our life. The rules should be comprehensible and clear for everyone. The students should participate in every aspect of school’s life, not only during classes.

Our parents, on the other hand, want our school to be:
· safe,
· fair,
· interesting,
· a place where we work and develop our interests.
It should provide proper care, and opportunities to develop yourself, but also present possible threads of the world (like alcohol, drugs, nicotine)

Finally, our local authorities claim that school should be friendly, but demanding at the same time, because the reality is demanding. It is vital to cope with different problems nowadays, thus school must fulfil that expectation. Otherwise young learners would be disadvantaged by the school, and would not be able to get the better of the labour market and their adult life.
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
