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"A school for Europe" should have particular features and an identity card that make it unique because it must be accessible to everybody.

· Name: "A school for everybody" - "Une école pour tout le monde"

· Age: from 3 to 24 years

· Place of residence: Europe without frontiers

· Distinguishing features: Tolerant and free.

The Commission of the European Communities meeting in Brussels on 11/07/2007, has laid down the guidelines of the European School of the 21st century. The document opens with the following

quote:

“Do not deny to your children what you have learned because they were born in another era” (Hebrew Proverb)

And it is from these words that we would start our research and reflection on a school that is well suited to Europe and to all its young citizens.

Education makes us free to think and act, gives us the tools to make decisions and to counter a provocation, makes us aware of the power of ideas and free expression. Without education we would not be able to rebel or to reflect on the state of things and on the political and social decisions that our government decides to undertake.

The document states:

"Issues surrounding schools thus tend to have a central place in the debates of national policy regarding teaching. The school is the place where most Europeans spend at least nine or ten years of life. At school, they gain knowledge, basic skills and many of the rules, attitudes and core values ​​that sustain them throughout life. Completing the crucial role of parents, school can help to develop their quality and to realize their potential for their (emotionally and intellectually) growth and personal well-being. In order to prepare people to life in the modern world, the European school must enhance a lifelong learning path. A good school education also lays the foundation for an open and democratic society by training people to become citizens, in the name of solidarity and participative democracy. "

Our European school should therefore educate young people in a continuous and permanent way; contribute to the economic and sustainable growth of a country, focusing on the knowledge and skills of the individual within the community; meet the challenges of the society; prepare young people - all young people – to become active citizenship; make teachers and school staff actors and agents of change; help school communities to evolve in the name of tolerance and integration.

Since 2006 we have began to speak of a European policy of Communication (White Paper on a European Communication Policy, Brussels, 1/2/2006). It was then extended an invitation to the European citizenship to contribute to the rewriting of the White Paper through a portal or by post:

"European citizens and stakeholders are invited to respond by logging on to a specially-created multilingual website http:/europa.eu.int/communication white paper or by sending their contribution by post to the following address: White Paper Consultation - European Commission -

Directorate General Communication - B-1049 Brussels - Belgium ".

From that White Paper up to today, little has changed: Europe has decreed to lavish aid to the school through the ESF as stated in Regulation (EC) No 396/2009 OF THE EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT AND OF THE COUNCIL of 6 May 2009 amending Regulation ( EC). 1081/2006 on the European Social Fund to extend the types of costs eligible for a contribution from the ESF.

Which school then?

A school to enhance the role of the European man, a school for all, a school like ours.

European, why?:

· because there are real projects aimed at the growth of the European citizen, in consultation with other institutions spread across Europe, which promote cultural exchanges and human respect;

· because pupils are agents of change through a manager and the teachers who know how to exploit them through listening, and example projects aimed at their intellectual and moral growth;

· because the students are all equal regardless of their name, their ethnicity and their social background;

· because sport, music and theater enhance the individual skills and give voice to the group;

· because students with disabilities are "special";

· because school embraces the teaching based on inclusion and excellence;

· because there is a dialogue with the territory and with the world through conferences and debates.

Here is the European school we have and that we would like for ever and ever!
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
